The biggest advantage 
of the area along Inter­
state 278 in Harrison, 
which has been known as 
the Platinum Mile, is the 
nearby parkways and 
other highways that pro­
vide easy access in all di­
rections, said Guy Leibler, 
president ·9f Simone 
Healthcare Development. 

"Your transportation is 
as good as it can get," Lei­
bier said. 

The proposal is anoth­
er example of Westches­
ter's booming health-care 
industry, said William 
Mooney Jr., president 
and chief executive offi­
cer of the Westchester : 
County Association. 

"Westchester has 
dearly emerged as a ma­
jor market for world class 
health care," Mooney s;tid 
.in a statement. "Patients 
from throughout the 
Hudson Valley as well as 
Conn_ecticut will benefit 
from this convenient ac­
cess." 

Montefiore' s medical 
facility would includ~ the 
cancer center, and an ad­
dition would be made to 
the first floor of the exist­
ing building to house a 
linear accelerator, a de­
vice for radiation treat­
ments, according to the 
proposal. A three-story 
parking garage . would 
also be built on the site, 
offering · 200 · parking 
spaces in addition to 295 
surface parking spots. 

The Harrison Planning · 
Board was to start re­
viewing plans this week. 

Mixed-use trend 

Leibler noted that Har­
rison's vision to trans­
form the office park into a 
mixed-use community is 
also making the 1-287 

corridor appealing. 
"It's the way· we live 

now," he said. "Instead of 
having all office buildings 
in one area and all resi­
dential buildings in an­
other area, and hospitals 
in another area, we have 
the · opportunity to use 
those facilities in a sim­
pler, more organic way." 

Simone recently de­
veloped · the Boyce 
Thompson Center, an 
85,000-square-foot 
mixed-use building in 
Yonkers, featuring medi­
cal offices, restaurants, a 
qankand a blow-dry bar. 

The health-care sector 
has been a major driver of 
the rebirth of the Plati­
num Mile, where corpo­
rate giants such as rn·M, 
Kraft Foods and Texaco 
once called home. 

For example, Memorial 
Sloan Kettering in 201,4 
opened a $143 million 
cancer center at a former 
Verizon building at 500 
Westchester Ave. in West 
Harrison. And about a 

year ago, the Hospital for 
Special Surgery opened a 
$20 million, 50,000-
square-foot regional cen­
ter · at ll33 Westchester 
Ave. in White Plains. 

Non-medical develop­
ment projects have also 
been on the rise in recent 
years, including 
Carraway, a 421-unit lux­
.ury apartment complex 
being developed by Toll 
Brothers Apartment Liv­
ing at 103 and 105 Corpo­
rate Park Drive. 

Along the same street, 
Wegmans Food Markets 
is building a 125,000-
square-foot store and a 
separate 8,000-square­
foot retail building at a 
20-acre parce~ at 106-ll0 
Corporate Park Drive. 

More apartments 

And earlier this year, 
Boston-based private­
equity .firm Marcus Part­
ners purchased the adja­
cent office park at 3 West­
chester Park Drive for

$10.97 million. Plans to 
build a 450-unit, two­
building apartment com­
plex is set to be proposed 
for the 10.63-acre site, 
which is near Life 'Time 
Fitness. The fitness cen­
ter at 1 Westchester Park 
Drive in Harrison opened 
in 2014, replacing a build­
ing that forme:dy housed 
The Journal News. 

The 104 Corporate 
Park Drive property is one 
of the three parcels 
bought by Histogenetics, 
a biotechnology company 
based in Ossining, in 
2012. In addition to 104, 
the company owns 100 
and 102 Corporate Park 
Drive, according to prop­
erty records. 
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
